The ‘prevention is better than the cure’ the term is commonly understood and accepted; 
accordingly everyone is attempting to maintain one’s health and self-esteem. However, in cases 
of substance use disorders generally the term and its meaning remains at lesser priority. The 
reasons differ person to person but gradually they cases adversely to impact overall efficiencies 
of the individuals and finally they are labelled and identified as disorders. The ‘Lifeline Welfare 
Society’ believes that the drug disorders stamped as unproductive interruptive for progress can 
be entirely recovered and shaped again for normal functions.  
  
The organisation with thrust to mainstream the drug disorders planned and conducted the 
following activities 

Participatory Appraisal: The organisational personnel conducts the village level participatory 
appraisal interacting with CBOs, SHGs, village level acting Mandals, shops, stores and having 
corner meetings with villagers to understand the drug sale & consumption status of the 
particular village. The activity established meaningful rapport with the villagers, created 
support system and explored and encouraged drug disorders to attend the camps and opt 
treatment           
  
Screening cum Treatment Camp: About 7 PHCs functioning in Barshi block were the primary 
location to conduct the camps regularly on monthly basis. The qualified and trained staff of the 
institution used to facilitate proceedings of the camps where mainly drug disorders were 
examined for physical, psychological complaints and case histories of them were recorded. 
Based on the primary investigations drug dependency stage of the disorders was confirmed and 
accordingly dependents and co-morbid users were referred to treatment facilities and follow up 
of rest was sincerely monitored.

According to the ‘World Health Council’ the addiction is recognised as a disease and continues 
for lifelong. It requires continuous treatment back up failing to it may cause reverse back. Most 
of the time drug disorders are stigmatised for various social aspects and instead of creating 
conducive environment and exploring possible facilities individuals are teased and oppressed. 
This causes individuals to get involved more and more into addictions instead overcome. In 
realisation of the circumstances ‘Ayush Institute for Addiction Management’ was established 
with well-equipped accessories & facilities involving qualified & trained staff. The institute is 
having systematic constructed premises with 60 bedded structured IPD facilities. The follow up 
of drug disorders treated on OPD basis are closely monitored and supervised till full recovery.

C - Scientific and Evidence Based Treatment 







 
  
A person undergone of scientific de-addiction treatment and strongly says ‘No to Drugs’ is 
concluded marching towards progress and better life. However, to sustain the resolution he made 
requires lot of internal as well as external support and assistance. In realisation of this the 
institute has established support system and created provision of opportunities in the interest of 
de-addicts for their rehabilitation. 
  
Financial Rehabilitation:  
  
Livelihood Support : In view to maintain sobriety & regularise self-earning of the individuals 
those are noted with progressive behaviours during treatment course are provided with 
employment opportunities at the Institute itself. They have been absorbed as employees and 
found satisfied working as counsellors, accountants, ward boys, watchmen as well as volunteering 
as de-addiction activists in their own villages.  
  
SHGs: The youngsters after successful completion of treatment are sensitised in terms of financial 
soundness and encouraged to form ‘Self-Help Groups’ in their villages. The savings, internal 
lending as well as linkages to financial institutions have brought stabilities at group level. The 
SHGs constituted have started their one income generation activities with self-name & brands that 
are now becoming popular in localities.  
  
Entrepreneurships: The entrepreneurship training facilities have been established at the 
institutional level in association with DIC, KVIB and vocational training experts. The de-addicted 
individuals provided with training inputs are assisted to avail bank loan facilities and also 
provided with technical guidance & details of Govt. Schemes to set up own entrepreneurship 
units.  
  
Family Rehabilitation: In most of the cases family bonds, member relationships especially of 
husband-wife have been disrupted during addictions period. The challenges are resolved as part 
of treatment by providing psycho-social remedies and broken families are shaped & re-settled 
successfully. 
  
Mental Rehabilitation: Basic training inputs are provided to build up strong mind sets of drug-
free individuals that help them to face possible life difficulties, manage stress, emotions, improve 
relationships & communication skills, participate in decision-making processes and handle 
responsibilities. 
  
Social Rehabilitation: The ‘Honour of Achievement’ plays an important role to sustain the 
success. The addicts are always stigmatised in the society. If their drug-free life and the excellences 
are honoured gradually their acceptance & dignities are increased at various levels. The routine is 
practiced at the Institute level and even propagated among society so that the developmental gate 
ways are opened for addiction free individuals. It is proud of the Institution that the considerable 
amount of drug-free individuals has honoured with district, state and national level awards for 
addiction recovery.

In fact it is more essential to build up capacities of the professionals working 
in the field of medicine on the ground of de-addiction treatment and related aspects as they have 
more concerns with such cases. 
  
We too, as an organisation believe in an appeal made by AIIMS psychiatry department that the 
powers and strengths among youth can make the country drug-free. Responding to an appeal, the 
organisation was focussed and concentrated potential youths through following training events.

iii. Compiling and presenting evidence based documents and having interaction sessions with 
different stakeholders and providing information at different forums for police formation.   
 

iv. Arranging and providing disorder centred treatment cum rehabilitation Ayush remedies 
aiming whole person recovery and encouraging them to leave with drug-free life and get 
involved in developmental mainstreams. To take initiatives to organise and conduct Ayush 
system oriented Seminars, Conferences, Symposiums and Workshops (including in digital 
mode) so that the knowledge is exchanged and advocacy & policy formation initiatives are 
enhanced.

Major Components Focused in Ayush Geriatric Care Centre: 
  
 Treatment - The aged suffering specifically from joint pain, bone damages, body pains etc are 
provided with Ayurvedic Snehan (Massage), Swedan Treatments (Steam Bath) as well as various 
Physio Therapies besides regular treatments.  
  
Shelter - The destitute and deserving older persons without protections are enrolled in the 
centre and provided with shelter facility for as long as wishes to stay. 
Food – The quality food is also provided during stay of older persons in the centre. 
Counselling – As per requirements the counselling facilityis provided to the family members, 
relatives or the concerned people to the older persons. This help to solve the disputes arrived in 
life of older persons. 
Entertainment –All the entertainment facilities as per interest of the older persons are made 
available during stay of the older persons in the centre. The instruments and equipment are 
provided for playing music, singing songs, performing talents and arts (Bhajan, Kirtan, Aradhi 
Songs), books for reading etc.   
Love and affection – The team working in the centre is well qualified and trained and extending 
quality services to the older persons. It is highly ensured that the services extended are full of 
love, care and affection and created we-feeling and healthy environment in and around the 
centre. 
  
Total 32 aged having different socio-medical disadvantages including destitute, deprived and 
without protection were enrolled in the centre who all enjoying requisite services made 
available. Besides, about 118 aged with main focus to women beneficiaries were provided with 
in kind and manual services on visiting basis.
